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Systémova podpora
nadani

Svétova rada pro vzdélavani nadanych a talentovanych zaki WCGTC vydala celosvétové
uznavané zasady pro odborné vzdélavani v oblasti nadani a talentl, s cilem pomoci vyplnit
mezeru v nedostatecné pripravé pedagogickych i nepedagogickych pracovniki nastavenim
jasné politiky a pravidel.

The World Council for Gifted and Talented Children Global Principles for Professional Learning
in Gifted Education are intended to help remedy this pervasive gap in educator preparation by
guiding policy and practice in professional learning about gifted education.

1. Viceuroviovy obsah.

Komplexni odborné vzdélavaci programy vychazeji z pfedpokladu, Ze s nadanymi Zaky
pracuje kazdy pedagog, a ten proto potfebuje urdity stupen odborné pfipravy zaméfeny na
rozvoj nadanych déti, pfestoZe rozsah i obsah se mohou lisit dle role jednotlivych pedagogu.
1. Tiered Content. Comprehensive professional learning programs recognize that all educators
work with giled students, so all educators need some degree of professional preparation to
support the education and growth of gifted children, although the amount and type of content
may vary according to each educator’s role.

2. Zalozeno na dikazech.

Kvalitni profesni vzdélavaci program se opira o osvédéené postupy a vyzkum, vcéetné
charakteristik, kterymi se nadani studenti odliSuji od ostatnich studentt jako zakladni argument
pro diferencované sluzby.

2. Evidence-Based. A quality professional learning program is based on best-practice and
research, including the ways in which gifted students are uniquely different from other students
as a core rationale for differentiated services.

3. Celostni.

Vzdélavani nadanych by se mélo soustfedit na celkovy rozvoj ditéte, coz zahrnuje nejen jeho
vzdélavaci potreby, ale také potfeby socialni a emocionalni.

3. Holistic. Professional learning in gifted education should address the whole child, including
academic, social, and emotional needs.

4. Siroky rozsah vzdélavani.

Kvalitné pfipraveny vzdélavaci program zahrnuje informace o rGznych urovnich a formach
nadani, metodach identifikace, vyukovych modelech a moznostech Uprav vzdélavaciho planu
a vyuky.

4. Broad. A thorough professional learning program includes information about different levels
of giftedness, different forms of giledness, varied methods of identification, different program
models, and options for modifying curriculum and instruction.

5. Rovny pristup.

Kvalitni vzdélavaci program v oblasti nadani by mél zohlednit potfeby studentll z rldznych
rasovych, kulturnich a etnickych skupin, rGzného genderu, sexualni orientace a
socioekonomického postaveni. Naprostou prioritou Skol by mélo byt najimat a udrzet si
pedagogy z riznych prostredi.



5. Equitable. Professional learning programs in gifted education should address the needs of
students from different racial, cultural, ethnic and indigenous groups; genders; sexual
orientations; and socio-economic statuses. Recruiting and retaining educators from
representative diverse backgrounds should be a priority.

6. Komplexni vzdélavani.

Nadani Zaci jsou pfimo i nepfimo ovliviiovani mnoha zaméstnanci Skoly. Plan rozvoje a
profesni vzdélavani v oblasti nadani by mél obsahovat ustanoveni o vzdélavani vSech
pedagogickych i nepedagogickych pracovniki (vedeni $koly, poradcu, psychologd,
specialnich pedagogu a jinych), ktefi na dané Skole s nadanymi pracuiji.

6. Comprehensive. Many school personnel a#ect the lives of gifted children, directly or
indirectly. A plan for professional learning in gifted education must therefore include provisions
for educating administrators, counselors, psychologists, special educators, and others about
the needs of gifted students.

7. Zaclenéni do SirSiho ramce skoly.

Vzdélavani nadanych by mélo byt zalenéno do SirSiho ramce vzdélavaciho systému Skoly s
dlrazem na to, Ze pécCi o nadané ma zajiStovat cela Skolni komunita, nejen povéreni
pedagogové.

7. Integral. Professional learning should present giled education in the context of an entire
school program, emphasizing that giled students are the responsibility of the whole school
community and not just the educators charged with speci%c responsibilities for serving giled
students.

8. Priibézné vzdélavani pedagogickych pracovnikd.

Profesni vzdélavaci plan by mél praibézné poskytovat pfilezitosti ke zdokonalovani a
rozsSifovani znalosti a dovednosti v oblasti pé¢e o nadané prostfednictvim programu dal$iho
vzdélavani pedagogickych pracovniku, véetné vymény zkusenosti.

8. Ongoing. A professional learning plan in gifted education should provide ongoing
opportunities to refine and extend existing knowledge and skills through in-service programs
and other professional learning experiences throughout a career.

9. Udrzitelnost.

Vzdélavani nadanych by mélo byt systematicky zahrnuto do vzdélavaci politiky statu, krajd i
okresll. Programy by meély byt pravidelné monitorovany a doporucuje se zavést systém
odpovédnosti. Je aktivné podporovana spoluprace mezi vdemi zuastnénymi stranami, f{j.
tvurci vzdélavaci politiky statu, Skolskymi ufady, ¢leny odborné komunity, pedagogy a dalSimi.

9. Sustainable. Professional learning in gifted education should be built into educational policy
of the state, region, province and/or country. Programs should be monitored regularly, and
accountability systems should be in place. Collaboration between all stakeholders—
policymakers, school authorities, community members, higher education faculty, and others—
is actively encouraged.

10. Posileni kompetenci.

Systém vzdélavani nadanych zaka by mél pedagogy pfipravit i na to, jak informovat vefejnost
a propagovat problematiku nadani a potfeby nadanych.

10. Empowering. Professional learning in gifted education should prepare educators to be
effective supporters, promoting gifted students and the services they require.
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
